Take your best route to 99-N and follow it to 41-N. Follow 41-N to it’s junc-

tion with 49-N in Oakhurst. Follow 49-N through Mariposa and continue 

on 49-N past the airport. Campsite will be on your left, about 4.5 mils past 

the airport. Look for the signs and plaque to May Rock. 

Direction’s Heading South 
Take your best route to 99-S and follow it to 140-E. Follow 140-E to it’s junc-

tion with 49-N in Mariposa. Follow 49-N through Mariposa and continue 

on 49-N past the airport. Campsite will be on your left, about 4.5 mils past 

the airport. Look for the signs and plaque to May Rock. That is the most 

direct route. There are several other routes east you can take to 49-S de-

pending on how far you want to go on 49. Check your map.
